ENGL 006M 001 FIRST YEAR SEMINAR: Decadence, Nihilism and Aestheticism: 

Decadence, Nihilism and Aestheticism: 1870-1910.  The end of the nineteenth- and beginning of the twentieth-century had
many parallels to our own time. Nihilistic terrorists and decadent homosexuals were deemed a threat to established values by
traditionalists, while radicals protested against corporate monopolies, corrupt politicians, and imperialistic foreign policies in 
the rich Western nations. This course will explore four writers of this period in order to examine a range of responses to what
each writer saw as a crisis in the West's ability to provide both a prosperous and a meaningful life for all people. They 
believed that traditional sources of authority, including religion, were in decline, but were worried that an egalitarian 
democracy would only breed mediocrity and the materialistic quest for money. Art works, and more generally culture, become
an important way to foster social cohesion in a world that features intense economic competition between individuals. Walter
Pater and Oscar Wilde promoted the aestheticist doctrine of "art for art's sake" to replace the spiritual dimension they believed
society had lost. Friedrich Nietzsche proclaimed the "death of God" and searched for ways to avoid the "nihilistic" conclusion 
that a godless world offers no reason for living. William James took a more upbeat, American view of these questions, but 
also wondered what would motivate "striving" if this world was all there is and death ended our individual existences. 
Entangled in these more philosophical issues are the contrast between reformist and more radical (violent and terrorist) 
responses to Western society's failings, and questions of "deviant" and "decadent" behavior (Pater and Wilde were 
homosexuals) punished by the mainstream. Studying these writers will help us understand society in our own time, by leading
us to examine the consequences of living in a modern commercial culture and the meanings that are ascribed to art and other
marginal practices within such a culture.

ENGL 023 008 INTRODUCTION TO FICTION

In this survey of fiction written in English over the course of almost three centuries, we'll focus on those novels that 
demonstrate a shared theme: dispossession.  In some of these novels, dispossession takes a material form in that the 
protagonist or other central character may lack his/her parents, may lack money, or may lack liberty.  Yet dispossession also 
takes a more abstract form in that a central character may lack something we value but can't point to: for example, happiness,
identity, or rationality.  Dispossession, then, involves aspects of life that range from the fundamental and necessary to the 
ideal and desirable.  The texts we will read raise the question of the means by which people are or come to be deserving of 
what they possess, questions that draw our attention both to psychology and personal experience and also to issues of class,
gender, ethnicity, and nationality.  Since this course fulfills the aesthetic perspective, one can expect that discussion will at 
times involve issues of aesthetics.  In addition to discussing formal aspects of the novels, we might also consider whether all 
the novels on the reading list are equally deserving of literary merit and what constitutes literary merit anyway.
Classes consist primarily of discussion interspersed with lecture focused on particular topics of relevance to the text under 
consideration.

ENGL 023 009 INTRODUCTION TO FICTION

In this survey of fiction written in English over the course of almost three centuries, we'll focus on those novels that 
demonstrate a shared theme: dispossession.  In some of these novels, dispossession takes a material form in that the 
protagonist or other central character may lack his/her parents, may lack money, or may lack liberty.  Yet dispossession also 
takes a more abstract form in that a central character may lack something we value but can't point to: for example, happiness,
identity, or rationality.  Dispossession, then, involves aspects of life that range from the fundamental and necessary to the 
ideal and desirable.  The texts we will read raise the question of the means by which people are or come to be deserving of 
what they possess, questions that draw our attention both to psychology and personal experience and also to issues of class,
gender, ethnicity, and nationality.  Since this course fulfills the aesthetic perspective, one can expect that discussion will at 
times involve issues of aesthetics.  In addition to discussing formal aspects of the novels, we might also consider whether all 
the novels on the reading list are equally deserving of literary merit and what constitutes literary merit anyway.
Classes consist primarily of discussion interspersed with lecture focused on particular topics of relevance to the text under 
consideration.
Assignments include a reading journal, two 5-6 page essays, and a final exam.

ENGL 023 010 INTRODUCTION TO FICTION

Reading Graphic Novels: Visual Literacy and the Art of Remembering.  The graphic novel is a relatively new literary 
genre, and, like other genres of literature, it relies on memory to reconstruct events and on certain assumptions about making
meaning through narrative that is the subject of this class. Through the analysis of several visual texts we will question how 
meaning is made through images, specifically through the juxtaposition and framing of images. We will explore the 
relationship between images and language and examine how graphic novels teach us to read the visual world we inhabit. Is 
seeing a socially circumscribed phenomenon? Is what we see and how we understand and interpret the world limited or 
shaped by socially and culturally specific meanings? How then do we understand ourselves in relation to the world?
This is a discussion-based class. There is a midterm exam, a final exam, several short papers, and group presentations. The 
reading list includes: Understanding Comics: The Invisible Art; Maus, A Survivor's Tale; Barefoot Gen: A Cartoon Story of 
Hiroshima; Palestine; Persepolis: The Story of a Childhood; and The System,among others.
